In the past, the general remedy for ice dams was to have zig zag cables installed on the roof that would melt the snow and ice.  The problems with this solution are many; the cables are very energy inefficient - they eat up electricity.  They bake in the UV from the sun which breaks down the effectiveness of the wires and many times they fall down when the snow gets too heavy and literally rips them off the roof.  
Neponset Valley Construction's roofing division, All Pro Roofing, found a better solution for homeowners dealing with ice dams through Thermal Technologies.  This new method sends heat over the entire surface area, instead of just where the coils are located, though a low voltage system that allows all of the ice to melt using much less electricity and without having to deal with the short life span of conventional zig zag cables.  This system is also automated and will turn on when it senses the temperature and humidity that will allow ice dams to form.  Overall it's a much better, more efficient long term solution.
